
The estate owns two vineyards with the regional 
appellation Burgundy Pinot Noir: they are located in 
the village of Morey-Saint-Denis. 
The first plot, planted in 1968, enjoys a prime location 
that allows it to fully embrace the terroir of Morey-
Saint-Denis, characterized by clay-limestone soil and 

composed of Callovian marls. 
This mature vineyard yields grapes that, when brought to 
ripeness, reveal a beautiful concentration. 
The second plot, planted in 1998, brings a lively freshness, 
essential to our blending work, due to its youthful character.
Formerly known as ‘Gravières des Chaponnières’, the design of 
the labels prior to the 2022 vintage may differ.

Spring 2019 was marked by highly variable 
weather, alternating between fine conditions 
and episodes of low temperatures. The cool 
weather during flowering led to reduced yields 
due to run-off. However, after a scorching 
June and a hot, dry summer, the grapes 
ripened beautifully and were in exceptional 

condition, allowing the harvest to begin 
under favourable weather on September 
17th. Produced in limited quantities, with the 
average yield across all our appellations in 
2019 falling below 20 hl/hectare, this vintage 
delivered wines of exceptional quality. 
Despite the heat and dryness, the wines are 
rich, concentrated, and display excellent 
digestibility, freshness, length, and 
persistence. The tannins are ripe and well-
integrated, showcasing remarkable balance, 
with impressive tension and minerality.
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Tasting notes
The Bourgogne 2019 reveals enticing aromas of 
cherries and red berries, subtly enhanced by a light 
woody touch. It is a charming medium-bodied wine, 
boasting melting tannins, succulent acidity, and a 
beautiful frame of red fruits.
