
The estate owns two vineyards with the regional 
appellation Burgundy Pinot Noir: they are located in 
the village of Morey-Saint-Denis. 
The first plot, planted in 1968, enjoys a prime location 
that allows it to fully embrace the terroir of Morey-
Saint-Denis, characterized by clay-limestone soil and 

composed of Callovian marls. 
This mature vineyard yields grapes that, when brought to 
ripeness, reveal a beautiful concentration. 
The second plot, planted in 1998, brings a lively freshness, 
essential to our blending work, due to its youthful character.
Formerly known as ‘Gravières des Chaponnières’, the design of 
the labels prior to the 2022 vintage may differ.

This exceptional vintage, produced in very 
limited quantities due to the intense summer 
heat, harks back to the glorious past of great 
Burgundies. After a wet and mild winter, the 
summer of 2020 was characterized by dry and 
hot conditions. During this period, the vines 
suffered from a lack of water from flowering 

onwards, leading to reduced yields. The 
harvest was notably early, beginning at the 
end of August, with an average production of 
15 hl/hectare. This early and sunny vintage 
offers beautifully crafted wines, marked by 
remarkable freshness and tension, with a rare 
elegance of silky, refined tannins.
 This grand vintage deserves the care of 
extended cellaring to fully reveal its potential. 
However, its vibrant character and excellent 
balance also allow for enjoyment in its youth, 
showcasing notes of crisp fruit complemented 
by a delicate floral nuance.
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Tasting notes
The bouquet reveals an airy and exceptionally fresh 
quality, blending notes of red fruits with earthy 
undertones. The palate is delightful, elegant, and 
refined. A beautiful tension culminates in a finish that 
is solidly complex and persistent.
